FROM AWARENESS TO
ACTION: GDCHA’S MISSION
TO END ORAL CANCER

Recognising that oral health is inseparably linked
to overall well-being, the Government Dental College
and Hospital, Ahmedabad, has taken a proactive
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stance in the fight against oral cancer a disease often
preventable through awareness, early detection, and
timely intervention. Through its extensive oral health
camps held across both urban and rural Gujarat, the
institute has been empowering communities to break
free from hazardous oral habits and embrace healthier
lifestyles.

Strengthening this mission, the Government of
Gujarat, in collaboration with GDCHA, has
established a dedicated Tobacco Cessation Centre.
Designed to serve high-risk individuals, the centre
offers interactive digital presentations on the dangers
of tobacco, personalised counselling, and motivation
sessions to help patients quit. Equipped with advanced
tools such as a smokerlyzer, the centre provides
measurable progress tracking for those on the path to
quitting.

In 2024 alone, 2,955 patients visited the centre,
and from January to June 2025, 1,335 patients actively
participated in cessation programmes achieving a
commendable 10% success rate. Through targeted
information, education, and communication, the
centre is transforming lives, helping people overcome
addiction, and reducing the burden of oral cancer
across Gujarat.
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EXTENDING COMPASSION
BEHIND THE WALLS —
DENTAL CARE FOR JAIL
INMATES

In line with the State’s belief that quality
healthcare is the right of every individual, the
Government of Gujarat and the Government Dental
College & Hospital, Ahmedabad (GDCHA) have
taken dental care services beyond conventional
boundaries. Sabarmati Central Jail, functioning as a
satellite center of the institute, stands as a testament to
this commitment.

Every week, a dedicated team of GDCHA doctors
visits the facility to provide comprehensive and
incremental dental care to inmates — not merely as a
medical service, but as a humanitarian duty. The
approach ensures that prisoners, often deprived of
regular healthcare, receive timely treatment, pain
relief, and guidance on oral hygiene practices.

Over 2024 and 2025, a total of 2,100 inmates
have benefitted from these services. Such continued
outreach reflects Gujarat’s progressive vision — that
preventive and curative oral healthcare should reach
every section of society, ultimately contributing to the
creation of an oral disease—free community where
awareness and wellness go hand in hand.
